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Mid South Delta LISC is an ambitious rural economic development program designed by LISC in collaboration with the Foundation for the Mid South (FMS).  Its purpose is, to help nonprofit community development corporations (CDCs) transform 56 chronically distressed rural counties and parishes in the Mississippi River Delta of Arkansas, Louisiana, and Mississippi, into healthy communities -- affordable and safe places to live, work, conduct business and raise children. Mid South Delta LISC is headquartered in Greenville, Mississippi, with satellite offices in Tallulah, Louisiana.

The Mission of the program is to improve the physical conditions in distressed Delta Communities through Local Initiatives. In the Delta, LISC will expand partnerships beyond CDCs in targeted Delta communities and be open to opportunities outside the Delta that strengthen our core business and build our credibility. 
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To build and support a CDC industry in the Delta, LISC’s Core Program offers delta CDCs access to an array of financial resources.  In addition, through training and technical assistance, Mid South Delta LISC increases organizational capacity and builds leadership in delta communities.
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Accomplishments for Mid South Delta LISC include providing over $13.9 million in grants and loans (resulting in more than $203 million in development activity in the delta); helping to secure more than $9 million in Low Income Housing Tax Credit equity, and delivering targeted technical assistance to delta CDCs to help them build or rehabilitate 3,398 affordable homes.
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Mid South Delta LISC offers ongoing Training and Technical Assistance Programs. CDC staff participate in workshops on topics including the Low Income Housing Tax Credit, Property and Asset Management, Housing Finance and Deal Structuring, HOME implementation, computer training, and grant writing. LISC staff provides targeted Technical Assistance to Delta CDCs on a range of issues including organizational development, affordable housing development, economic development and community development.

At its annual conference of Delta CDCs, “Under One Roof: Building Communities in the Delta”, LISC brings together CDC leaders from across the Delta for training, networking, and celebrating their achievements.  
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To achieve its overall goals, Mid South Delta LISC has entered into Collaborations with Key National and Regional Organizations, including the W.K. Kellogg Foundation, the Fannie Mae Foundation, Enterprise Corporation for the Delta, Foundation for the Mid South, the Winthrop Rockefeller Foundation, the Walton Family Foundation, the Charles A. Frueauff Foundation, the William Randolph Hearst Foundations, the F.B. Heron Foundation, local lenders, state CDC associations, the Federal Home Loan Banks, Southern Good Faith Fund, Habitat for Humanity, Housing Assistance Council, the State of Arkansas, the State of Mississippi, the State of Louisiana, USDA, HUD and AmeriCorps.
